The Education Team at the Gallery will be available to assist you in arranging to deliver your work if necessary. 
Entry forms must be accompanied by a jpeg, video or audio file of your artwork - the portrait. For 2D work send 1 digital image only; for 3D work send maximum 3 images. Images must be clear and must include your artwork only. See example below.
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Your portrait will be judged based on the image you send to us. Make sure it is taken with a good quality camera phone or Digital SLR- borrow a camera if you need to. Photograph your portrait in good light (natural day light is best), and make sure there is nothing blocking your portrait when photographing it. Avoid using filters on a camera; the photograph should represent the real thing! Try hanging your portrait on a wall at home or at school, this will help you achieve a good representation of your artwork. If it is a three-dimensional portrait take a picture from three different angles. Make sure you clear some floor space or a table surface to do this. Good luck!

Diptych: an image created on two hinged flat surfaces
Tryptic: an image created on three hinged flat surfaces
Material: anything you use to make your portrait (e.g. paint, ink, crayon, collage, pencil, wire, wood)
2D: two-dimensional surface (e.g. a sheet of paper, card or wood, stretched canvas)
3D: three-dimensional object (e.g. a sculpture made of material such as wood, wire, steel) 

Video: a recording of moving visual images made digitally or on videotape
Audio: sound that is recorded, transmitted, or reproduced
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
